SELECTION PROCESS

Each year new members are added as selected by a twelve person Hall of Fame
Committee, from qualified nominations. Any graduate of Eatonville High School
eligible, providing criteria for consideration are met. The selection committee is made up
of: The ASB president, senior class president, athletic director, principal, one fall coach,
one winter coach, one spring coach, three community members, and two at-large
members. Positions on the committee are for five-year terms.

In 2009 the Hall of Fame will induct up to 25 members. In 2010 and 2011 up to 10
applicants will be inducted into the Hall of Fame. In each subsequent year up to 5
members will be inducted. Each member of the selection committee will be able to cast
as many votes as there are spots open in a given year. The candidates receiving the most
votes (up to the total allowed to be inducted in that year) will be selected to be in the Hall
of fame, provided that they receive a vote from at least 75% of the committee members.
Candidates who are not selected will be reentered into consideration for the following
year’s selection along with any new applicants.

COACH/ADMINISTRATOR/COMMUNITY CONTRIBUTOR NOMINATION

Application Instructions:

Any Eatonville High School coach, administrator or community contributor who has
been retired from their position for at least ten years is eligible to be nominated for the
Athletic Hall of Fame. The individual must meet the required criteria as listed on the
application form. Please submit documentation to verify the nominee's accomplishments
as listed on the application form. Completed applications must be submitted to the
Eatonville High School Athletic Department.

ATHLETE NOMINATION

Application Instructions;

Any Eatonville High School athlete is eligible to be nominated for the Athletic Hall of
Fame ten years after they have graduated. The athlete must meet the required criteria as
listed on the application form.

SELECTION TIMELINE

Nomination paperwork is collected throughout the year. The selection committee meets
in late November or early December. Selections will be made before January I* and the
inductee(s) will be announced by mid-January. Inductees will be recognized at halftime
of a home basketball game.
